Dear God, as we reflect on the 
second week of Advent, we 
recognize our sin and our need 
for a savior. We thank you Lord 
for your forgiveness through 
your Son, Jesus. We long to be 
purified so that we might present 
ourselves to you in 
righteousness. Come, Our 
Savior! Amen!
