COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

2007 - 2008
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English 12 This semester required course will provide a study of the messages (the composition
of words, sounds, and images), and the motives and goals of a variety of media: film, newspaper,
TV, advertising, music video, worship visuals, etc. Students will learn how to deconstruct the
messages through knowledge of the methods of media technology, and how to
evaluate/reconstruct the message from the basis of Biblical truth.

Honors English 11 & 12 (Alternate Years) (2007-2008)

Honors European Literature and Composition/Grammar World Literature and
Composition/Grammar is a full-year honors course for juniors and seniors. The students will
study the origin and components of major literary movements from the Greek and Roman times
through the Renaissance and Reformation. Students will read selections from each period from
an anthology. A few of the major readings will include The Iliad by Homer, portions of The
Canterbury Tales by Chaucer, and Shakespeare’s Macbeth. Students will also read two
contemporary novels for comparison. The composition/grammar study will use The Writer’s
Inc. program. Students will write extensively, with emphasis placed on grammatical and
mechanical skills. The writings will include several exposition essays, a comparison/contrast
essay, an essay analyzing and evaluating literature, an original contemporary work of the
students, and one major research paper. Students will enhance their vocabulary and gain an
understanding of analogies using a vocabulary program like The Success With Words.
Admission to this course will be based on past performance and instructor approval. (Course
